♦ want to take an extra step forward in your faith,

especially after having been away from a close

relationship with God, or

♦ want to give yourself to God as a response to

God's love for you, or

♦ want to receive a special gift of the Holy Spirit to

help you live filled with joy and hope and peace.

It all comes

from making the big decision to step forward.

♦ We offer you a chance to grow in your faith in

preparation for your confirmation service. We offer

training through our Small Group Series "Act on It"

and our Membership Nights, held throughout the

year.

♦ We will have a team of people praying for you

each day as you get ready for your confirmatioon

day.

No one has to be confirmed in order

to be a Christian or a member of the

church.

� When do you get confirmed?

Confirmation is an adult profession

of a person's faith, so we ask people to

be confirmed after they reach high

school at least.

� Do I need to wear anything special

for the service?

Please wear whatever is comfortable

for you. White has been traditional but is

not necessary. Be prepared to kneel.

� Does it cost anything?
